the corners. Sew them together with a /2" seam allowance,

leaving a 4"-5" opening on the top edge.

2. Trim the seams down to /4" and clip the corners. Pull
the apron right side out through the opening. Poke out the
corners with a chopstick, and iron the apron nice and flat.
Fold the opening edges in and iron them flat so they match

the seam.

3. I like to use a strip of fusible web to close up the opening.
This will ensure that the opening looks nice and neat and

is practically unnoticeable. Measure the opening and cut a
piece of fusible web to fit. Fuse in place according to direc-

tions on the package.
If you prefer, blindstitch the opening closed.

4. Finally, edgestitch all the way around the apron
to finish it up.

Start stitching again at the other
end of the line; sew up the other side
and around to the starting corner.
Don't forget to backstitch at each start
and stop! (Fig. C)

4, Sometimes the corners can seem

a little bulky, so you may want to

trim the corners. Do not cut into the
stitching! Turn your tray right side out.
The batting should be on the inside of
the tray!

5. Use the eraser end of a pencil to
push out the corners so they are nice

you just marked. (Fig. I)

10. Using your disappearing-ink marker and a ruler, draw a line from a corner of
the inner stitching to the corner of the square. This will be your guide for folding

the corner. Repeat in the other 3 corners. (Fig. J)

11. Make a fold at a corner. (Look closely at the photo.) Make sure the top edges
of the tray look even. Pin to hold the fold in place. Do this with all the corners.
(Fig. K)

12. Imagine a line going from the bottom corner of the tray straight up. Find the
halfway point, and mark it with a dot. This will be the button spot. (Fig. L)

13. Use button thread in your needle.
Push the needle and thread through
one side of the folded corner, and then
push it back through to the first side.

Hold the cut raw edges of the fabric
and let the bottom fold hang below. Gently shift the folded
fabric until it hangs naturally—now you have found the
grain. Pin along the fold and cut your pattern pieces accord-
ingly. For example, if cutting a 15” x width-of-fabric strip,

cut 71/2" on each side of the pins.

Cut a piece of interfacing
approximately 1/2” x 1/2". Center
the interfacing over the marked
snap position on the wrong side of
the fabric and fuse it in position.
Then center the metal support piece
on top of the interfacing, over the

Place the pieces
with the paper side up on the wrong side of the fabric, and press them using a dry
iron. Peel off the paper on the back of the appliqué pieces. Position the pieces on

4 linen squares (see the project photo). Press.

2. Thread the sewing machine with black embroidery thread. Sew carefully with

a short straight stitch around the edges of each apple, using the appliqué foot on
your sewing machine. Stitch the core and the seeds. Then set the sewing machine
for a short and wide zigzag stitch to make the stems. Try out the stitches on a scrap

first to be sure to get the stems you want!

3. Thread the machine with regular sewing thread. Place the batting pieces under
the apple squares. Pin the appliquéd linen squares and the linen backing squares
right sides together, and stitch /4" (6 mm) from the edges, leaving an opening. Trim

the corners. Turn the pieces right side out, and press.

4. Thread your sewing machine with
white thread. Stitch close to the edges
of the apples to quilt the coasters.
Topstitch with a straight stitch using
black thread close to the edges. This

will close the openings.

of the exterior front and back pieces.

2. Pin the exterior front and back pieces around the side

and bottom edges, with right sides together. (Fig. D)

3. Sew around the side and bottom edges, backtacking at
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both ends. Notch the rounded corner seams.

4. Attach the magnetic snap to the lining front and back

pieces as indicated on the pattern (see Adding a Magnetic

Snap, page 22).

Repeat Steps 2 and 3 with the lining front and back

pieces, leaving 5” unstitched along the bottom edge for

turning.
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ASSEMBLING THE EXTERIOR AND LINING

1. Press the exterior and lining seams open. Turn the
exterior right side out. Insert the exterior inside the lining,
with right sides together. (Fig. E)

2. Pin the exterior and the lining together all around the
top opening, including the 4 handles. (Fig. F)

3. Sew around the top opening, including across the ends

of each of the 4 handles, carefully pivoting at the corners.

4. Trim the corners at the ends of the handles and at the
tops of the side seams. Clip the curved seams. (Fig. G)

5. Turn the bag right side out through the opening left
in the lining. Push out the handle corners. Slipstitch the
opening closed. (Fig. H)

6. Tuck the lining into the exterior. Press the top opening
of the bag, including the handles. (Fig. 1)

7. Topstitch around the top opening and handles, /8" from

the edge. Tie the ends of the handles twice to form a knot.
